GWCSR Club Programs 
September 14, 2011
At our meeting of September 14th, past president, Joe Kienle, awarded the Rookie of the Year award to Jim Kane, recognizing his many efforts and activities on behalf of the club.

Our speaker was Dave Heradon, member of the District Training Team and past president of the Longwood Club, who presented information about The Rotary Foundation.
The mission of The Rotary Foundation is to enable Rotarians to advance world understanding, goodwill, and peace through the improvement of health, the support of education, and the alleviation of poverty — and its motto is “Doing Good in the World”.
Since it started in 1917 with $27, 30,000 Rotarians have now contributed almost $1 billion. The first donation of $500 was to the International Society for Crippled Children, now Easter Seals. 
The Rotary Foundation supports Ambassadorial Scholarships, Rotary Peace Fellow Scholarships, local community service through matching grants, it provides international travel to support projects, sends teachers to teach in other countries and, of course, awards Paul Harris Fellows.

Example of projects include: water projects; peace and conflict resolution in Afghanistan, Ireland & England and in inner cities; set up The Garage in Kennett Square; polio eradication; child health and health education; education and literacy; solar panels for hospitals in Gambia, economic and community development.
In our own club, Idna Corbett got matching grants for the club’s contribution of $750 from the District and the Foundation for ACEER to adopt a school in Peru to provide environmental education and school supplies. The club also started with $1000 seed money and received matching grants to install computers in a school in Ecuador. Dawn deFuria participated in that installation.
Dave suggests that the club set a goal of $100 contribution per member per year. This can be paid quarterly — or even upped to $30 per quarter. The money can be paid to the Annual Fund or designated and given to the Restricted Fund. After three years, ½ of Annual Fund contributions come back to the District and the other ½ is shared around the world.
September 21, 2011
Announcements from our last meeting:
• Helen Semus asked for volunteers for the gold event for Safe Harbor to be held on October 17.
• Helen also asked for any volunteers to help her with the PR committee. 
• Cynthia Ericson reminded the club that the newsletter also needs additional volunteer assistance. Most welcome would be volunteer(s) to take notes during meetings.
• On October 5, we will be honoring Connie Muhly. Also, the Interact Club will be with us. Rosemarie Dempsey is our liaison.
• October 28-29 are the dates for our Pancake Breakfast and set-up. Pam Lounsbury has flyers available to post, and a sign-up sheet was passed around. In addition to club members and families, Interact, Rotaract and Phi Epsilon Kappa will all be helping. Joe reminded us that we will each be responsible for eight tickets.
The results of our club survey were presented by Renata Maslowski. This survey was inspired by the need for timely and meaningful data as reference in addressing our concerns. The response rate was 78%, representing survey completion by 31 of the club’s 40 members. The value of this survey is underscored by the fact that one-third of our membership is new in the last five years.
Socially, the membership is satisfied overall and feels welcome. There was some dissatisfaction registered with our weekly meetings. The concerns and dissatisfactions included the food, personal time management issues, cost concerns, more membership education. Specifically, the meeting aspects that need to be addressed were: 65% food quality and cost, speaker quality with requests for more local leaders, and better thought given to what we need to share in our announcements. 
On the question club costs, most were okay, with a general recognition that dues may need to be adjusted. The complete survey results will be turned over to the Board. 
In a follow-up email, Cynthia has provided the following outline of the game plan to work with the survey results:
• Renata & Bill will route one page summary of survey data that will reflect key issues/concerns (in rank order) and identify the corresponding Rotary Committee Chair/Team and /or Individual that will lead the improvement efforts. Targeted for week of 9/19.
• The Board will receive the one page summary and their respective committees will begin to put together a plan to address these issues/opportunities.  Targeted for week of 9/26.
• The Board will meet on 10/5 and each committee will  provide initial thoughts on plan of action.
• The Committee Chairs will continue to incorporate and expand on action plans going forward.
