September 23, 2009 - Visit to West Chester Sunrisers Rotary Club by Jane Williams 
 

Today, I was delighted to visit with the West Chester Sunrisers Rotary Club to talk about Rotaractéé  one of my favorite 
Rotary topics.  And I was even more delighted to be asked by Barbara DeBaptiste to summarize my talk for your newsletter.  

So here goesé.. 

In April of 2005 Bob Lankin asked me to take on the responsibility of the District Rotaract Chair.  And it was quite a surprise 
because I knew little or nothing about Rotaract and had never been involved, but being a Rotarian, of course I said yes.  At 
that time there were only 4 Rotaract Clubs in the district, the number having fallen from a grand total of 11 in 1996!  So I 
knew I had some work cut out for me and for our Rotaract District Committee, a number of about 8 dedicated Rotarians from 

around the district. 

Our first task of course was to understand Rotaract and become familiar with the answers to basic questions like: 

 

WHAT IS A ROTARACT CLUB?  

¶ The word Rotaract is actually a contraction of two words, "Rotary and Action", but I've come to think of it more as 

ñJUNIOR ROTARYò.  Rotaract is 18 to 30 year-olds all over the world coming together in service much as Rotary clubs do 

¶ Rotaractors are young students and professionals who are interested in service and in growing personally and profession-

ally 

¶ Rotaract clubs can be either college-based or community-based.  And you here in West Chester actually have one of each; 

one is at the university and one is a community-based club 

¶ There are 178,043 Rotaractors worldwide in more than 7,700 clubs in 164 countries 

¶ It's one of the fastest growing Rotary programs 

And another way to look at it is in baseball termséé  these young people are actually the Rotary farm team.  Train them 
now.  Let them realize how fulfilling and important giving back is, and they will just be naturals for becoming future Rotari-

ans.  Or maybe another way to say that is: "If you train them, they will come." 

Today we have 5 college-based clubs at Manor College, Swarthmore College, West Chester University, Lincoln University, 
and Widener University, and 3 community-based clubs, one in Philadelphia that meets near the University of Pennsylvania, 
and one on the Main Line, one in West Chester, and one provisional community-based club in the Northeast that meets at 

Holy Family University. 

 

WHAT DO ROTARACT CLUBS DO?  

 The Rotaract program is based on three basic premises: 

¶ Community Service Projects - at least two a year, one in their local community and one international project 

¶ Professional Development Activities - Rotaract clubs are encouraged to host speakers at their meetings to bring profes-

sional expertise and knowledge to the membership 

Leadership Development Activities - By operating a club, planning service projects and implementing them, by relating to 

Rotarians in their sponsoring clubs they develop leadership capabilities. 

 

WHY WOULD ROTARIANS WANT TO GET INVOLVED IN THIS PROGRAM?  

¶ It's fun relating to these bright young leaders of tomorrow; your own Rotary club will be invigorated 

¶ You get the opportunity to groom these young people for becoming future West Chester Rotarians 

¶ By reaching out to this age group you will be connecting and relating to a new facet of your community.  A Rotaractor 

could even possibly be your clubôs own Ambassadorial Scholar nominee or your candidate for Group Study Exchange, or 

even a Peace Scholar 

¶ You and your Rotaract club can be partners in service by helping each other and by working together and providing extra 

pairs of hands for each other's projects. 



 

WHY SHOULD YOUNG PEOPLE JOIN A ROTARACT CLUB?  

¶ Because the young person of today becomes tomorrowôs parent, professional, business and community leader, and Rotarac-
tors gain the tools necessary to develop into a more responsible and productive members of society 

Because this is a professional and leadership enrichment program for skills like public speaking, professional development, 

project management, team building, and fund-raising that they donôt necessarily get anywhere else 

Because Rotaract rewards Rotaractors with the personal satisfaction of doing good for others in their communities and interna-

tionally 

And lastly, and most importantly, because they have FUN.   

 

SO WHAT IS REQUIRED OF A ROTARACT CLUB?  

¶ Meet every other week and attend 60% of the meetings 

¶ Follow the Rotary ideals set out in the Rotaract constitution and by-laws 

¶ Carry out one local and one international service project annually 

Work with the Rotary advisor(s). 

 

WHAT ARE SOME TYPICAL ROTARACT SERVICE PROJECTS?  

Hold Dine Abouts to benefit various non-profit organizations in the local community 

Clean-up day at an inner city elementary school in North Philadelphia 

Fund-raise more than $10,000 for a non-profit that prevents and treats sexual child abuse 

Remove invasive vines from trees at an environmental center   

Hold a business card exchange  

Participate in the "Walk Against Hunger" to raise more than $3,000 to help feed the elderly poor. 

The bottom line iséé Rotary and RotaractéI hope you can see, itôs a win-win situation for both. 

 

How many young people from 18 to 30 do you know - family, friends, relatives, neighbors, and business acquaintances?   
Suggest that they join Rotaract.  If they are at the University, the University-based club is perfect for them, but if they aren't, 
suggest they join the community-based West Chester club.  I would be glad to put you and them in touch with either one.
