District Grant for CUSA Approved

At the Club meeting on February 4, Joy Charlton shared the news that the club has
received a District 7450 Simplified Grant of matching funds designated for the Chester
Upland School of the Arts (“CUSA”).

Through donations from this year’s budget in addition to funds remaining from last year,
the club donated $4000. The Chester Rotary Club added $300 to the grant proposal. The
District grant matched these funds, with the result being a total of $8600 to be made
available to CUSA for the purpose of buying books for the creation of a library.

CUSA is a new school now housing grades K-3, created in a partnership between The
Chester Fund for Education and the Arts and the Chester Upland School District. The
school has a room that can be used for a library, but has needed to raise the funds to
purchase the books for it.
